“NEVA” AND “TRANSTEC” IN RUSSIA. ST. PETERSBURG
On 22 December 2011 the long-term rolling Agreement has been signed in St.Petersburg between “ExpoForum” JSC, “Transtec Neva Exhibitions” JSC, East West Exhibition Management Ltd. (EU) / Dolphin Exhibitions Ltd. (UK) regarding the joint organization of the “NEVA” Shipping, Shipbuilding and Offshore Energy Exhibitions until the year 2019. 
The next Agreement in the Programme refers to the forthcoming preparation of the “TRANSTEC 2012” Ports and Transport Exhibition and 3rd International Ports and Shipping Conference to be held October 2-4, 2012  
Well known around the world for many decades the “LENEXPO” Fairground will welcome the next “NEVA” Exhibition for the last time in 2013. For 2015 and subsequent years the “NEVA” Exhibitions will be organised in the newly built and state-of-the-art Exhibition and Congress Complex “ExpoForum”. Construction of the new facility near to “Pulkovo” Airport will be completed during 2013.
By its natural and traditional enlargement the “NEVA” Exhibition grows by 15-20% in the size of space from one Event to another. Following this continuous development it is expected that “NEVA” ultimately would outgrow the traditional “LENEXPO” Fairground by 2015.
“The modern and technically sophisticated exhibition halls and congress facilities at the new site will provide the full flexibility to meet our specific purposes. The new facility offers modern logistics and infrastructure which will allow the significant improvement in the quality of services for exhibitors with sufficient exhibition spaces within a highly developed environment”- stated Mr. A. Tikhomirov, CEO of “Transtec Neva Exhibitions” in St. Petersburg.

The “NEVA” Exhibition is the leading Russian commercial maritime Exhibition with over twenty years of history and experience. The Event was founded in 1991 by the Ministry of Mercantile Marine and Ministry of Shipbuilding of the USSR in response to the initiative of East West Exhibition Management Ltd. (EU) / Dolphin Exhibitions Ltd. (UK). 
The last “NEVA” edition welcomed over 700 exhibitors with delegates from over 45 Countries. 

The Programme was supported by worldwide maritime administrations including the International Maritime Organization (UN), CESA (Association of European Shipyards), VDMA (Association of German Marine Equipment Manufacturers), VSM (Union of German Shipbuilders), UBI FRANCE (French National Export Organisation), The Maritime Collegium of the Government of the Russian Federation, the Ministry of Transport of RF, the Ministry of Industry and Trade of RF, the United Shipbuilding Corporation of Russia, the Ministry for Regional Development of RF and the Government of St. Petersburg.
The major commercial maritime industries of the Far East were strongly represented by leading companies from China, Japan, South Korea and Singapore.
The “TRANSTEC” Exhibition and Conference Programme, created in 1994 with the support of the Russian Academy of Science and the Ministry of Transport of RF, traditionally includes strong participation by the European Sea Ports Organisation (Brussels), the International Association of Ports and Harbors (Tokyo), the Maritime Collegium of the Government of RF, the Ministry of Transport of RF, the Association of Sea Commercial Ports, the Coordination Council for Trans-Siberian Transportation (Switzerland) and the Maritime Council of the Government of St.Petersburg. 
Since 2008 “TRANSTEC” has welcomed and hosted the senior International Conference for the Development of Ports and Shipping of Russia.
The “ExpoForum” CEO Mr. Anatoly Erkulov in his comments for this new cooperation stated “The organization of the International “NEVA” and “TRANSTEC” Exhibitions makes a strategically important contribution to St. Petersburg and the Russian Federation in general. Development of the above projects will create a powerful engine for the future development of the global maritime industries, as well as the new driving force to continue to develop St.Petersburg as the “Maritime Capital of Russia”.

Brief Description:
Congress and Exhibition Centre “ExpoForum” 
The new Congress and Exhibition Center “ExpoForum” is to be built close to the “Pulkovo” International Airport by the end of 2013. The Fairground includes six exhibition halls with 100 000 sq.m.of indoor space and 40 000 sq.m. of outdoor space, as well as the Congress Hall for 3000 delegates.
Two hotels with over 450 rooms will be constructed and operated under the management of Hilton Worldwide along with a Business Centre and civil engineering infrastructure. The total cost of the project is estimated at US Dollars one billion.
